
Humanities Concentration: ART HISTORY 
 
The Department of Art History seeks to enhance students’ visual critical abilities by exploring 
analytical approaches to works of art and artifacts from a diversity of cultures. Similarly, the 
faculty hold that art work is more richly understood in light of those social, cultural, spiritual, and 
intellectual events, as well as material and individual contributions that have accompanied its 
creation.  
 
Art History is allied to the liberal arts. It examines ancient to contemporary art and artifacts, 
including architecture, sculpture, painting, graphics, and crafts, from western and non-western 
cultures. These are studied in relation to those political, social, cultural, spiritual, and intellectual 
events that have accompanied their creation, enabling art history students to more fully 
understand and assess critically the visual products of past and present cultures.
