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Student Registration Options 
 
iClicker provides two easy ways for students to register their clickers. Registration allows polling answers to be 
tied to a particular student.

Roll Call 
 
This type of registration happens during a class session and requires a student roster to be supplied. A roster 
can be created in Excel or easily downloaded from a UMass Dartmouth myCourses grade book. During Roll
