SEMAP’s 2008 Buy Fresh, Buy Local  Campaign will continue the successful integration
of our new promotional efforts and our established B2B Network. In addition, we plan
several specific updates to the Campaign, informed by the baseline public “dot surveys”
we conducted in May 2007. Although this surveying took place as the Campaign was
just beginning, it provided clear guidance. In particular, in response to our question,
“What is the SINGLE thing that could be done to increase your purchase more locally
grown products,” 37% of respondents (the largest percentage) selected “provide more
locally grown foods year round.”

Accordingly, we’ll make season extension a focus of our 2008 efforts by working to
promote what’s already available locally and beginning efforts to help growers explore
season extension techniques and new products. In addition, we’ll enhance campaign
efforts through improved web marketing and media coverage, and we’ll also work to
strengthen our partnerships with other Buy Local organizations in the state.

We are delighted with the results of becoming a Regional Chapter of the national Buy
Fresh, Buy Local Campaign. It has been a cost-effective and efficient process for
SEMAP, and we have received excellent support from the national coordinating
organization FoodRoutes. Sarah Cogswell is just back from a 3-day national conference
of all 50 Buy Fresh, Buy Local chapters nationwide, so she’s sure to have some innovative
new ideas for 2008.  We look forward to continuing the Campaign in 2008!

SEASON EXTENSION

Buy Fresh, Buy Local  YEAR TWO

As we discovered in our May baseline consumer “dot surveys,” there is significant
consumer interest in having more local products available year-round. In response,
SEMAP will make an integrated production/marketing approach to season extension a
priority in the coming year.

We identified several large regional farmstands that are sourcing from other local
farms and are open year-round or nearly so, along with independent local markets, as
key market partners. These markets offer 1-stop shopping convenience, while still
providing a wide array of local products and a farm-fresh shopping experience for
customers. In initial conversations, we’ve already identified new local products these
markets are interested in. We’ll work to increase the number of local products available
at these outlets, and promote this availability, both earlier and later in the season.

We’ll also work directly with local growers to increase awareness of season extension
technologies and marketing options by holding an intensive 1-day workshop in Feb. or
March 2008. Additionally, SEMAP plans to extent our current media outreach to  increase
public awareness of local products available year-round--everything from meat to
cranberries, root crops to cheese, shellfish to Christmas trees! We look forward to
helping put local foods on the plates of area consumers year-round, starting this year!

SEMAP’s new Buy Fresh, Buy Local Campaign is just a few months old, and
already making an impact! Since our June 1 Kickoff, we’ve been hard at work to
spread our campaign materials and message throughout our region. SEMAP’s
Buy Fresh, Buy Local campaign uses outreach, advertising, and point of purchase
materials to connect individuals across Southeastern Massachusetts to the
freshest, most delicious locally grown foods and farm products.

By becoming a regional chapter of the national Buy Fresh, Buy Local campaign,
SEMAP builds on our previous Buy Local program and the work we’ve done since
1998 to promote local farms. We also join over 50 communities nationwide already
utilizing the Buy Fresh, Buy Local message. SEMAP’s campaign works in concert
with our established Business-to-Business Network, which connects local farms
directly with chefs and other food buyers.

Our June 1 Kickoff provided a great show of support for the new campaign. Over
100 guests joined SEMAP Board and Council members, local growers, and area
legislators for a celebration featuring local appetizers prepared by Chef Mike
Melo of M & C Cafe and samples of host Westport Rivers Winery’s own award-
winning wines. The official unveiling of SEMAP’s new label capped the event.
Special thanks to all who donated to, volunteered for, and attended our kickoff!

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LOOKING AHEAD
FARMS FOREVER MOVES AHEAD

Welcome Katie! SEMAP welcomes Katie Cavanagh as Farms Forever Coordinator. Katie
grew up on her family’s farm, Beaver Brook Farm in Bridgewater and has recently been
working with family members to develop a transfer plan for the farm’s continued future in
agriculture. In addition to this personal experience, Katie brings a professional background
as a client advocate at a social service agency, where she conducted outreach, handled
referrals and case management, and facilitated discussion groups. She brings personal
understanding of the needs of local farms addressing transfer issues, and the skills to help
farms receive excellent support and assistance with these needs.

Katie began work in late October 2007. She is working to get up to speed with Farms
Forever planning and progress to date, and will begin conducting outreach to let local
farms know about the services and support available through Farms Forever. She will also
begin responding to farm inquiries and providing referrals to our project partners.

We still have several low-cost, 1-on-1 farm transfer planning consulting packages available
through our partner Land For Good, and we are actively seeking farms interested in receiving
that support. Farms Forever also offers support for new farmers seeking land to work--
whether as a landowner or tenant--and for landowners who want to find ways for their
acreage to be in more active farming. Please contact us for more information.

  PLANNED COURSES & WORKSHOPS
This winter SEMAP will work with the Massachusetts Department of Agricultural Resources
(MDAR) and Pilrgim RC&D to offer NxLevel’s widely acclaimed “Tilling the Soil of
Opportunity” agricultural business planning course. This innovative, farmer friendly course
focuses on existing agricultural businesses that can benefit from an organized look at
their current operation to plan for growth and change.

Classes will meet once a week from 6:00-9:00 pm, starting Thursday January 10, 2008 and
ending around March 20, 2008. Each session addresses a component of a farm business
plan. The Instructor guides participants through creation of a business plan to guide decision
making on the farm, and visits every participant’s farm at least once during the course.
After the course, students can receive additional individual assistance to complete a working
business plan. This course qualifies as a “Borrower Training Program”  for the USDA Farm
Service Agency, and can enhance efforts to secure funds from any lender.

Over 240 Massachusetts farmers have completed the “Tilling the Soil” course.  Many have
commented that the farm-to-farm networking during the class was one of the biggest
ongoing benefits, and some past participants are still getting together on their own.
Participating businesses must have been operating for one or more years (work on other
ag enterprises may be considered), and must have current access to land and at least
minimal facilities for their enterprise. For additional information and an application form,
please contact us at info@semaponline.org!

Earlier this summer, SEMAP was one of only 15 organizations nationwide to receive a
Sustainable Agriculture Research and Education (SARE) grant to support our newest program,
Farms Forever. While fundraising for this program is ongoing, the grant has allowed us to
launch Farms Forever and hire a coordinator for the effort.

Farms Forever grew out of a planning process undertaken by SEMAP’s Technical Assistance
Committee in late 2005. After reviewing our previous offerings and priorities, we determined
that support for the formation of new farm business was the most critical area for our
attention. While many individuals in our region are interested in getting into farming, and
many resources and organizations exist that can help meet farm transfer and access needs,
we identified a key missing component: a local, on-the-ground partner to help farms take
action on transfer  planning, be a first point of inquiry, connect partners and resources, and
provide ongoing follow-up. We hope SEMAP can meet this need through Farms Forever.

 SEMAP received initial funding from the A.D. Makepeace Neighborhood Fund and First Pioneer
Farm Credit to offer low-cost, one-on-one farm transfer planning assistance to regional
farms though our partner organization, Land For Good. We then received word of the 3-
year SARE grant, along with additional support from the Northeast Center for Risk
Management Education, allowing us to launch the first year of Farms Forever efforts. We
are working with two excellent partners, Trustees of Reservations and Land For Good, and
benefiting from their knowledge of land conservation and farm transfer planning,
respectively. Overall, the goal of Farms Forever is sustain working farmlands and to enable
new and next-generation producers to farm in our region. We are honored by the support of
all our funders and the major investment provided by SARE.
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  TECHNICAL ASSISTANCELOOKING BACK
FARMS FOREVER 3-YEAR GRANT

EXPLORER COURSE
Earlier this spring, sixteen aspiring new farmers came one step closer to realizing their
visions when they completed the “Exploring the Small Farm Dream” course co-sponsored
by SEMAP. On May 23, participants graduated from the four-session course, designed to
help aspiring farmers learn what it would take to start and mange their own commercial
agricultural businesses.

The Explorer course was developed by New England Small Farm Institute and co-sponsored
by SEMAP as a component of its new Farms Forever program. The Mass. Department of
Agricultural Resources and Pilgrim RC&D provided additional sponsorship. During the course,
participants assessed personal motivations and skills, decided whether starting an ag
business was right for them and, based on that decision, planned practical next steps.

At the close of the course, as participants discussed whether or not they had decided to
pursue their business ideas, one retired accountant-turning-grassfed-beef-producer stated
simply, “it feels like a good time to get into agriculture.” The sentiment was echoed by
many of the participants as the group concluded the course with plans for an annual
reunion. SEMAP looks forward to serving these new farm business owners in years to come
as they help create the future of agriculture in our region.
