The research project identified above involves the use of third-party Export-Controlled Information* that is subject to U.S. export control regulations, including the International Traffic in Arms Regulations and the Export Administration Regulations. The criminal penalty for individuals for unlawful export and disclosure of Export-Controlled information under the ITAR is up to ten (10) years imprisonment and/or a fine of one million dollars ($1,000,000) per violation.  The criminal penalty for individuals for unlawful export and disclosure of information controlled under the EAR is imprisonment of up to twenty years and/or a fine of up to fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) per violation.
