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Honorary Degree

Nomination Guidelines and Submission Form

CRITERIA
Candidates for honorary degree nomination shall be persons of great accomplishment and high ethical standards who exemplify the ideals of the University of Massachusetts.  Factors to be considered in awarding degrees include:
a) Intellectual distinction in a particular field

b) Outstanding achievement which the University wishes to acknowledge

c) Outstanding contribution to the University and/or the Commonwealth

d) The honorary degree should have a special meaning to the individual being recognized

Nominations must be submitted to the Board of Trustees for its spring 2024 meeting.  A committee designated by the Faculty Senate will review the nominations and make recommendations to the Chancellor.  Nominations should be submitted no later than February 1, 2024.  Any member of the UMass Dartmouth community in good standing may make a nomination.  The Faculty Senate only considers nominations received from the University community.

Confidentiality is critical to the process.  Under no circumstances should the nominee be informed that his or her name has been put forward.  Not all excellent candidates can be recognized, and knowledge of a failed nomination can be embarrassing and harmful.  Further, the nominator should not solicit letters of support on behalf of the nominee from people outside the University.  Official notification of the University's wish to confer an honorary degree upon an individual is made by the Chancellor on behalf of the Faculty Senate to the President and Board of Trustees.  Upon approval by the Board of Trustees, the campus has three years to award the degree.
